Discontinuance by the Second Claimant

By e-mail of 19 February 2026 at 12:24 hours, the Second Claimant (Dudley Metropolitan Borough Council)
(“Dudley”) wrote to the First Claimant (Wolverhampton City Council) (“Wolverhampton”) stating that it no longer
sought to maintain the injunction and power of arrest (made in case claim no: KB-2022-BHM-000188) and
requested that Wolverhampton make application to that effect on its behalf at the forthcoming hearing 26
February 2026.

On 20 February 2026 Wolverhampton wrote by e-mail to the Second Claimant (Sandwell Metropolitan Borough
Council) (“Sandwell”) and Third Claimant (Walsall Metropolitan Borough Council) (“Walsall”) enquiring whether
they had any objections to Dudley’s request. By e-mails to Wolverhampton later on 20 February 2026, Sandwell
and Walsall each confirmed they had no objection to the application. For the avoidance of doubt, Wolverhampton
hereby confirms it has no objection to this request either.

Relief from Sanctions

The Claimants acknowledge and profusely apologise for their failure to provide the Court with a succinct report to
inform the Court of their experience with the publication, operation and enforcement of the extended order
(Injunction and power of arrest granted in this matter) by 12 February 2026 (14 days before the hearing on 26
February 2026) as required by the order of Ritchie J on 26 February 2025 and amended on 4 March 2025. The
Claimants never intended to disregard that order blatantly. However, the Claimants discussions regarding the
Second Claimants’ positions which were ongoing at the time (culminating on 20 February 2026) were judged to
be such a significant change in circumstances that the Claimants judged it prudent to wait until discussions had
concluded and file a position statement out of time rather than file what inevitably would become an outdated
position statement on or before 12 February 2026. So far as may be necessary, the Claimants will file a separate
witness statement in this regard and seek any necessary relief from sanctions.

Extension of term

The Order made by Ritchie J in respect of the Injunction on 26 February 2025, provides for the Injunction and
Power of Arrest to continue until discharged by further order, but to expire after 14 months if not renewed. The
Claimants respectfully invite the Court to restore the order to a three-year term as was ordered by Julian Knowles
J on 27 February 2024 which followed a similar order in the case of Birmingham City Council v Nagmadin ats ors
(KB-2022-BHM-000221), a similar matter which has been heard alongside this case. It is respectfully suggested
that restoring the three-year term would enable the matter to remain linked to the Birmingham case saving court
resources and that there does not appear to be any reason for the reduction in the term.

The Claimants recognise that any failure to comply with a

court order is a serious matter.

The Claimants stress they had no intention of blatantly
disregarding the deadline. However, discussions between the
Claimants owing to the recent change in position by the

Second Claimant is a significant change in circumstances.

The Claimants judged this change in circumstances to be so
significant, that rather than file a position statement on 12
February while the Second Claimant's position was uncertain,
the Claimants would wait until discussions had concluded and
the Second Claimant's position was finalised before filing the

position statement out of time.

On considering all the circumstances of the case it is
respectfully submitted that the failure makes little difference

to the substantive case.

The order granted by Julian Knowles J on 27 February 2024 was to

expire at 11.59pm on 1 March 2027 (para 9). On the same day the

learned judge made a similar order in the case of Birmingham City

Council v Nagmadin ats ors (KB-2022-BHM-000221) which has been

heard alongside this case. Julian Knowles J directed that the

Brimingham order expire on 27 February 2027 (para 50).

The Birmingham case was also before the court on 26 February
2025 alongside this case. Ritchie J continued the Birmingham order

without altering the term.

At no point during the hearing on 26 February 2025 was any
alteration in the term of the Injunction in this case suggested.

Further the matter is not referred to in the Judgment.

Indeed the order made by Ritchie J provided that the Power of

Arrest should “remain in force until 23.59 on 1 March 2027" (para 5).

However, paragraph 9 of Ritchie J's order provided:

“This Injunction and Power of Arrest shall, continue until
discharged by further order of the court but shall expire after

14 months if it is not renewed.”

This would be 26 April 2026 (or possibly 4 May 2027 as the order was

amended under the slip rule).

Having noted the alteration of the date the Claimants decided to
raise the matter at this review hearing on 26 February 2026, at which
time the Injunction and Power of Arrest would still be in force, rather

than incur the expense of an additional hearing in the interim.

You
have the right to ask the Court to vary or discharge this Order but you must obey
the order unless it is varied or discharged by the Court.

A Defendant who is an individual who is ordered not to do something must not do
it himself/herself or in any other way. He/she must not do it through others acting
on his/her behalf or on his/her instructions or with his/her encouragement.

This Order was made when the Defendants were not present at court but notice of
the Claimants application had been given

History of proceedings
UPON the Claimants’ application dated 7 October 2022 for an injunction pursuant
to section 222 Local Government Act 1972 and section 130 Highways Act 1980.

AND UPON the Court having granted an Interim Injunction and Power of Arrest,
by Order of the Honourable Mrs Justice Hill sealed on 22 December 2022.

AND UPON the quasi-final Injunction and Power of Arrest granted by the
Honourable Mr Justice Julian Knowles on 27.2.2024.

AND UPON the quasi-final Injunction and Power of Arrest being reviewed and
amended by the Honourable Mr Justice Ritchie on 26.2.2025
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This hearing

BEFORE sitting at the High Court of Justice,
Birmingham District Registry, Priory Courts, 33 Bull Street, Birmingham, B4 6DS
on 26 February 2026.

AND UPON hearing Mr Singleton of counsel for the Claimants and there being no
appearance by any other person and neither the Court nor the Claimants having

received any notification that any other person wished to be joined as a party or
heard.

UPON reviewing the operation of the quasi-final Injunction and Power of Arrest
granted by the Honourable Mr Justice Julian Knowles J on 27.2.2024, as amended
by the Honourable Mr Justice Ritchie on 26.2.2025.

AND UPON the court exercising its discretion to grant injunctive relief pursuant
to section 37(1) Senior Courts Act 1981.

AND UPON the Court being satisfied for the purposes of s.27(3), Police and
Justice Act 20006, that there is a significant risk of harm to a person or persons from
the conduct prohibited by the Injunction Order and that a Power of Arrest should
therefore be granted.

AND UPON the Court noting the order of the Her Honour Judge Kelly sealed on
21 December 2023 giving directions and approving service by alternative means
pursuant to CPR 1.6.27 and CPR r.81.4 of: that order; and further evidence.

AND UPON it appearing to the court that there is good reason to authorise service
by a method or place not otherwise permitted by CPR Parts 6 & 81.

AND UPON the Claimants reconfirming that this Order is not intended to prohibit
lawful motorsport taking place on private land where planning permission has been
granted (or is not required) and such activities take place under an approved code
or licence from a recognised regulatory body.

INJUNCTION

Participating

1 IT IS FORBIDDEN for any of the First Defendants or any of the Named
Defendants to participate between the hours of 3:00pm and 7:00am in a
gathering of 2 or more persons within the area shown on plan B (attached) at
which some of those present engage in motor racing or motor stunts or other
dangerous or obstructive driving.

Spectating

2 IT IS ALSO FORBIDDEN for any of the Second Defendants or any of the
Named Defendants to participate between the hours of 3:00pm and 7:00am
in a gathering of 2 or more persons within the area shown on plan B
(attached) with the intention or expectation that some of those present will
engage in motor racing or motor stunts or other dangerous or obstructive
driving.

Promoting or organising
3 IT IS ALSO FORBIDDEN for any of the Third Defendants or any of the

Named Defendants to promote organise publicise (by any means
whatsoever) any gathering between the hours of 3:00pm and 7:00am of 2 or
more persons with the intention or expectation that some of those present
will engage in motor racing or motor stunts or other dangerous or obstructive
driving within the Area shown on plan B (attached).

Drivers, riders and passengers
4 IT IS ALSO FORBIDDEN for any of the Fourth Defendants or any of the

Named Defendants being a driver, rider or passenger in or on a motor
vehicle to participate between the hours of 3:00pm and 7:00am in a
gathering of 2 or more persons within the Area shown on Plan A (attached)
at which such Defendants engage in motor racing or motor stunts or other
dangerous or obstructive driving.

Power of Arrest

5 A Power of Arrest, pursuant to 27(3), Police and Justice Act 2006, is
attached, to paragraph 4 of this Order and shall remain in force until 23.59
on 1 May 2027 unless extended, varied or discharged by further Order of the
Court.
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Definitions

6. In this Order the following definitions have been applied:
“Stunts” are driving manoeuvres undertaken at such gatherings including
but not limited to:

(a) “Burnouts” Causing a vehicle to damage or destroy its tyres
by applying power to the drive wheels while braking so as to
remain in place while the wheels revolve at speed.

(b) “Donuts/Donutting” Causing a vehicle to rotate around a
fixed point (normally the front axle) while not moving off
causing noise, smoke and tyre marks to be created.

(©) “Drifting” Turning by placing the vehicle in a skid so that
most sideways motion is due to the skid not any significant
steering input.

(d) “Undertaking” passing a vehicle on its nearside so as to
overtake in circumstances not permitted by the Highway
Code.

Commencement, Term and Duration

7 This Amended Injunction Order shall come into force and be deemed served on
the Defendants at 11.59 hours on the date upon which the final step in
paragraphs [please complete] of the Directions Order have been complied with.

8 This Injunction and Power of Arrest shall, continue until discharged by further
order of the court but shall expire on 01.05.27 if it is not renewed.

Setting this order aside or varying this injunction

9 Without prejudice to the foregoing, any person affected by this quasi-final
Injunction or the Power of Arrest may apply to the Court at any time to vary or
discharge it but if they wish to do so they must inform the Claimants’ solicitors
immediately (and in any event not less than 48 hours before the hearing of any
such application).
